It 
consists of a plate with a central chair and end chai ... 
the rail having it. base cut aWIlY to the face of the web 
at each side to form opposite rabbets in the base at the 
end, and reCesses beyond the rabbets, making an eco· 
nomical and effective means of splicing the rails and 
securing them to the sleepers.

A combined potato digging and har­
vesting machine bas been patented by Mr. Arthur P.
